NEW FORMAT 
 

"On the way towards a Euro Hockey League for Women" 
  
 
Following a report received from Marijke Fleuren, Chair of the EHF Working Group to 
review European Hockey Federations Women's Club Competitions, the Executive 
Board of the EHF at its meetings on the 5th and 6th June in Brussels agreed to a 
new format for EuroHockey Club Champions and Cup Winners Cup competitions for 
women. 
 
Each Member Association will be entitled to enter 2 teams. 
 
The President, Mr. Martin Gotheridge announcing this new event said, “I am sure 
that the EHF has today taken an important decision to move towards a high quality 
event for women’s hockey in Europe. Women’s club hockey is a core element of 
hockey in Europe and bringing together the best 12 Clubs will make for a challenging 
and hard fought contest to find the best team in Europe. In addition, the Trophies 
and Challenges will provide an improved structure to push towards the top 12 
tournament. We believe that we have in the EuroHockey Club Champions Cup a 
clean, well structured, important tournament worthy of being a top level event for 
women athletes in Europe.”
